








Palmetto Health Baptist makes
progress on expansions
Palmetto Health Baptist recently completed phase one of its expansion 
and renovation project. Phase one includes the opening of five new 
state-of-the-art digital operating rooms that feature digital and wireless 
technology in order to share patient records and diagnostic images. Also, 
the surgical waiting room has opened its new location on the third floor. 
With calming and attractive décor, this area is more spacious than the 
previous waiting area that is located on the second floor.
 
Providing high quality and ensuring safe care are important objectives 
behind the construction of the new operating rooms. To reduce the risk 
of infection, a new air circulation unit keeps a curtain of air flowing 
from the ceiling around the operating room table. The new operating 
rooms feature “booms” that hold multiple electrical outlets and 
equipment off the ground. This eliminates cords on the floor and 
reduces the risk of infection and missteps. It also makes the space more 
flexible in terms of being able to move equipment in and out of each 
operating room. 

“We are thrilled that phase one of our surgical 
services renovation and expansion project is 
complete,” said Katherine Davis, senior vice 
president of Development at Palmetto Health 
Foundation. “The digital operating rooms 
are changing the way health care is delivered. 
Feedback from surgeons and staff regarding the 
new technology has been overwhelmingly positive.”

Phase two of the surgical services renovation project now is underway. 
Renovations will be made to an additional 18 operating rooms. Phase 
two is expected to be complete by the end of 2008.

Other areas to be renovated are the neonatal intensive care unit (NICU) 
and labor and delivery unit. When all improvements are made, a total of 
81,000-square-feet will be added and updated. The renovations are part 
of an ongoing effort to advance the mission of providing quality care with 
excellence and compassion to patients and families at Palmetto Health.

Medical professionals gain hands-on 
experience through simulation training
In an effort to improve patient safety and quality, Palmetto Health and the 
University of South Carolina (USC) School of Medicine have partnered 
to open the Midlands’ first patient simulated training program for 
healthcare professionals, including medical students, nurses and doctors. 
In April 2008, the new Palmetto Health-USC School of Medicine 
Simulation Center opened at 15 Medical Park on the Palmetto Health 
Richland campus. 

Rescuing a child in distress, delivering a newborn baby or helping revive 
a trauma patient are high stakes situations that medical professionals 
encounter nearly on a daily basis. With the new simulation center, these 
professionals will have the opportunity to practice stressful situations 
on simulated mannequins before they encounter them in the clinical arena. 
The sophisticated mannequins are programmed to exhibit lifelike 
responses during training exercises.

“Simulation medicine marks a significant transformation in the education of 
medical professionals,” said Emergency Medicine physician Dr. Eric Brown, 
who is the director of the center. “To be a leader in healthcare education 
and quality improvement, we must embrace advances in technology.”

Food Lion increases pledge to 
Palmetto Health Children’s Hospital 
capital campaign to $500,000 
One of the Southeast’s largest grocery store chains, Food Lion, has 
increased its pledge to the Palmetto Health Children’s Hospital capital 
campaign to $500,000. The larger pledge helped Palmetto Health 
Foundation raise last-minute funds to receive a $1 million capital 
challenge grant from The Kresge Foundation. 

When asked why the supermarket chain increased an already large 
pledge of $300,000, Patrick Calhoun, district manager for Food Lion 
and Children’s Hospital board member said, “Within the first two years 
of our original $300,000 pledge, we had already met more than half of 
the goal. We knew we could do more.”

The pledge will be raised over the next five years through Food Lion’s 
commitment to Children’s Miracle Network (CMN). Food Lion raises 
funds for the CMN campaign year-round through an annual golf 
tournament, in-store employee promotions and customer donations. 

“Because we are such a large part of the community, it’s important 
to give back,” says Calhoun. “We wanted to support a cause 
where the funds stayed in the community, and what better way 
to do that than through Palmetto Health Children’s Hospital. 
It’s a place everyone can identify with.”

Palmetto Health Foundation is particularly grateful to Food Lion, 
which was one of the first partners to commit to the Children’s Hospital 
capital campaign. 

“We would not have met our $20 million goal without organizations 
like Food Lion that have given overwhelming support,” says Lynn 
Hazel, director of community relations and development for Children’s 
Hospital at Palmetto Health Foundation.
